Knipton has not fished particularly well this year and the fish 
struggled to regain their weights after a mega spawning session in 
June. The back end though of the year did produce some good 
catches and with heavy baiting the fish have clawed back their 
weight. Unfortunately the winter fishing has been hit for six with 
the freeze up. I sure after the thaw it will fish well, remember Neil 
had nearly fifty fish between February and April the year before 
last.

The River Ouse at Offord is another addition this year and will be 
our first stretch of river, and it will be open to all syndicate 
members. There is 2.5 km of single bank fishing with vehicular 
access to the river bank. The Ouse has produced some good Barbel, 
Bream, Carp, Chub and Perch during the year. There has been carp 
out of the river up to 38lb, which is an awesome fish in anyone’s 
books.

What a good year it has been on 
Belvoir this year with the fish 
spawning well and then stacking 
the weight on following their 
excesses.
Some notable catches were taken 
by Tony France, Kevin Lilley, Shane 
Wilmore, Mick Bradshaw and 
Bobby Tinkler who caught regularly 
throughout the year.

Bream and Tench fishing was not 
quite so good but I understand 
thats been a national situation. But 
some anglers had excellent bags 
including Spuds big bag of bream 
and skimmers from the Upper Lake 
and Mr. Baird who had a staggering 
200lb bag of Bream and Tench from 
the top lake.

July through to October saw some 
good waggler fishing with double 
figure bags of roach and skimmers 
from the Upper lake and roach and 
perch from the Lower Lake.

The number of twenty pound carp 
being caught this year has 
increased significantly and I expect 
great things next season. The best 
common caught was 25lb plus and 
best mirror 26lb, I am sure we 
won’t be far off a thirty this year.

My Year on Belvoir – 2009

Due to an accident at work which severely restricted my mobility, Belvoir was my choice of venue for the coming season, 
since I was able to park behind my swim.

After much thought on bait and tactics, I decided that anything that attracted bream was out so pellets and particles were 
dropped in favour of an all boilie approach on rigs based on a simple and safe helicopter set-up. This could be easily 
adjusted to suit the amount of silt in each swim without constantly re-rigging.

My season began at the Middle of May, albeit slowly at first, mainly due to the fact that “will they, won’t they spawn” 
syndrome, although I did manage my first 20 of the season after finding fish feeding in the wood bay on bream spawn.

Once they had finished spawning, feeding became much more enthusiastic and the results were impressive!

July, although unpredictable weather-wise, was productive from a fishing point of view with a number of good fish up to 
22lbs falling to my boilie only approach and no bream (a bonus).

The end of August brought, not only lovely weather, but even nicer fishing as the fish got their heads down on the bait and,
as a result, a number of big doubles plus a couple of 20’s put in an appearance.  It seemed as though the more bait I put in, 
the more they wanted it.

As the weather cooled down, the fishing slowed accordingly. November brought a memorable session as the wall area is a 
fairly reliable Winter spot and over 4 days of tremendous gales and rain, 6 fish were taken including 2 of 19lbs plus and a 
23lb 8oz mirror (in horrendous conditions).

As I write this, the lakes are solid with ice, therefore, giving me the opportunity to reflect on the lakes’ continued 
improvement over the last couple of years and the changes in the behaviour of the fish.

A good quality bait, thinking about how to apply it and listening to what others have experienced has resulted in an 
excellent season’s fishing!

The lakes have continued to mature as a carp fishery with a number of 20lbs plus fish being caught last year, the average 

size now being over 14lbs (an increase of over 3lbs in the last two years), so all looks good for the coming year.
